· That authority be given to appoint Laing O’Rourke Northern Ltd to carry out exploratory excavations of the building sites

· That, subject to the total cost being within the £278,500 budget for all phases of the work, authority is given to commence the scheme on site.  
The reasons are: to progress implementation of the LIFT project to provide new community facilities.

Options considered and rejected were; retention of the building until after LIFT financial close.
