I Councillor David Lancaster, Lead Member for Property, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J K (5) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the spending plan to improve access to the Salford Civic Centre buildings specifically:-

· The installation of handrails at the front of the Swinton Town hall building that, do not protrude into the carriageway, whilst maintaining the access road as a double carriageway, subject to funding being identified from a suitable budget.
· Further consideration being given to potential funding solutions for the creation of a secondary rear access.

Assessment of Risk – High. Failure to carry out the works in accordance with regulations will leave the City Council open to potential claim in the event of an accident. The works will improve Disability Discrimination Act access to the building and enhance the overall health and safety of the campus.
The source of funding is - Existing revenue maintenance budgets and Capital DDA allocation.
