(details) The award of a contract to supply, service  and maintain Sanitary, Medical, Sharps, Nappy and Clinical Waste Disposal Units at the required frequencies of the participating Authorities (six in total) for the period 1st July 2005 to 30th June 2008, with the option to extend  to 30th June 2009..

The Reasons are To realise the benefits that bulk purchasing power can generate, and provide optimum value for money and economies of scale in terms of savings in resource time across six public sector organisations; with the possibility of further utilisation by Authorities in the North West..

Options considered and rejected were The current contractor, Cannon Hygiene Ltd has held this LAPP contract for many years and has  provided a reliable and efficient service in an area which could cause a great deal of worry and inconvenience if not correctly provided.
The outcome of this tender exercise has, however, identified an overall saving of more than 19% on current annual costs, and in spite of the potential logistical problems involved in changing contractors which will necessitate the exchange of many units of various types and sizes in each of the six Authorities concerned, it is considered that such a course of action is justified in order to achieve cost savings for all, which, over three years, is calculated to total £143,799..
