Demolition of All Souls RC Primary School, Kintyre Avenue, Salford 5

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Lead Member for Property approves the appointment of P. Mc Guinness & Co Ltd to progress the demolition of All Souls RC Primary School and caretakers house, following vacation by the Roman Catholic Diocese.
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:
  

The Roman Catholic Diocese own the buildings at All Souls RC Primary School and the Council own the playing fields and caretakers house.

As part of the acquisition arrangements the Roman Catholic Diocese will vacate the school buildings, transfer the same to the Council and relocate to a new purpose built school, which is currently being constructed on Langworthy Road. 

Construction of the new school is practically complete and it is anticipated that the existing school will relocate early in the new year. The existing school and caretakers house need to be demolished at the earliest possible date following vacation to avoid costs arising from vandalism and maintaining the security of the building. 

Once demolished the site will be held as a future development opportunity.

	On 21st July 2009 Lead Member for Planning approved the terms agreed with the RC Diocese for the acquisition by the City Council of the All Souls school site.

	The school is to relocate to a new purpose built school on Langworthy Road which is due to be completed early in the new year.

	With a view to limiting management and security costs for the existing building once it is vacated, it is proposed that the school and caretakers house are demolished at the earliest possible date.

	A quotation has been provided by Urban Vision through the demolition partnership with P. Mc Guinness & Co Ltd for the demolition of the buildings in the sum of £169,371 (One hundred and sixty nine thousand three hundred and seventy one pounds).



	2.3
	The demolition cost includes for welfare facilities, surveys, disconnections, boundary treatment, asbestos removal, demolition of the building including removal of basement areas, site security during the construction programme, CDM Co-ordination and site finish.

	The demolition works are estimated to take approximately 3 months to complete.

Growth Point monies have been identified to fund the costs associated with demolition and site investigation works. In line with Growth Point strategic objectives the funding provides the opportunity to prepare the site for future housing development. 

Once the buildings have been demolished the site will be held as a future development opportunity.
