GENERAL

TREES

BENCHES

POND

RAZOR WIRE

DAMAGED PARK FENCING

Steve Taylor asked the blacksmiths to come and replace the pieces of fence cut out and weld the other gate created in the fence.
SPORTS AREA

One possibility may be S106 funding if and when the development of the former Oakwood School site takes place.
