6. NEIGHBOURHOOD RENEWAL STRATEGY

Marie Lindars gave a presentation on:

· Salford’s Local Strategic Partnership - a partnership bringing together senior representatives from key public, private and voluntary agencies to agree a common approach to improving the quality of life for people living and working in the City;

· Salford’s Community Plan - aimed at promoting the economic, social and environmental well being of the area.  Local Priorities for Blackfriars and Broughton were to help the community, tackle crime and disorder, tackle health issues, work with young people, find people jobs and training, work with local businesses and improve the environment; and

· Salford’s Neighbourhood Renewal Strategy - a strategy for regenerating neighbourhoods designed to address deprivation, bring deprived areas up to the national average and provide a framework to help tackle issues of poor health, low pay and unemployment, crime and to improve education and housing conditions.
Members discussed the information presented with particular reference to:

· the poor educational achievement standards attained by children in the area, the consequences of the amalgamation of The Albion and The Lowry High Schools and the methods used in collating the exam results of local children;
· the Council’s bid for funding from the Housing Market Renewal Fund, which, if successful, would have a large beneficial impact on the area.

LOCAL IMPROVEMENT FINANCE TRUST (LIFT)


Julie Bloor from the Salford Primary Care Trust provided an update on the LIFT Project with particular focus on the following key issues:
