UPDATE ON THE SURE START PROGRAMMES FOR BROUGHTON AND FOR BLACKFRIARS/ORDSALL
Councillor Sue Slater and Mike Hall gave a presentation on the Sure Start Programme which was a Government Initiative for families with children under 4 years of age, the main points of which were as follows:-

· Sure Start Areas.

· Salford Primary Care Trust - Lead Agency.

· The Aim of Sure Start.

· Objective 1 - Improving Social and Emotional Development.

· Objective 2 - Improving Health.

· Objective 3 - Improving Childrens Ability to Learn.

· Objective 4 - Strengthening Families and Communities.

· Evidence which had to be demonstrated to prove targets/objectives were met.

· Two programmes in Wave 5 affecting this area (Ordsall/Blackfriars) (Broughton).

· During the preparation of the plan for the area, the Broughton Trust consulted over 700 people.

· Key Findings in Broughton.

* Need to be informed about current and new services.

* Preferred support to come from family, friends or someone who was not 
professional.

* A need for improved parks which were safe, clean and suitable for young people 
(including the provision of toilets).

· Key Findings in Blackfriars.

* Biggest barrier to using services was lack of information.

* People wanted improvements to play areas/waste land, parks and play facilities.

* There was a need for more playgroup/nursery and parent toddler provision, 
including holidays and weekends.

* There was a lack of health provision.

· Certain services which would run across the whole Sure Start area included:-

* More support for children with speech and language difficulties.

* Help and information to protect children's teeth from decay.

* Advice and information on how to help children eat healthily.

* Free books to encourage young people to enjoy reading from an early age.

* More comprehensive health visiting and midwifery services.


+ To provide support to mothers who want to breastfeed their babies.

· Sure Start plan proposed for the Blackfriars area.

* Funding for Tiny Tots Playgroup to support the families with whom they work.

* Family Support Service for parents who need help but were not eligible for support from Social Services.

· Sure Start plan proposed for the Lower Broughton area.

To help Tiny Tots Playgroup offer more support for families.

To help Salford Family Link Project support more families in the community.


*
To provide parents with better information about help and activities in the area.


*
To provide a service in partnership with the Broughton Trust which would offer 

friendship and support to parents.

· Sure Start plan proposed for the Higher Broughton area.

Working with Bradshaw Early Years Centre to develop their services to the


community.

*
New play opportunities planned for:-


+ Belmont Homeless Unit.


+ The ethnic minorities and travellers achievement service.

A number of services had been planned with the Jewish community in the area.

* Working with Aguda Community Services to develop play opportunities and other facilities for toddler aged children.

*
Working with other agencies to try and improve local parks and play areas.

· Plans had been submitted for consideration to H.M. Government and it was hoped that a decision would be received later in the autumn which would enable the programmes to begin in the new year.

Reference was made to (a) concerns expressed that there may be young families who were not interested in becoming involved in such projects, (b) the extensive list of proposed projects and the need to congratulate all those involved in the process, (c) problems associated with two separate local authorities and health authorities bordering Salford, (d) the need to support the action proposed for the Jewish community, however there was a need to also involve other community groups, (e) the need to reach those groups who were not as organised as others, (f) the need to assess the facilities which already exist in the area and (g) the parks and play areas which were run down in the area and the need to assess that once improvements were made whether the facilities were used.

Councillor Sue Slater indicated that (i) there was a need to continue the work carried out to ensure that interest was generated from young families, (ii) extensive consultation exercises had been and would continue to be carried out, (iii) the parks in the area tended to be designed for those children aged 6 and upwards whereas this project related to those children under 4 years of age and (iv) discussions had also been held with regard to providing support and building confidence to encourage people to visit the parks in the area.
