CSR Announcement on Funding Available 2008-09 to 2010-11 

1.  21st May – Aiming High for Disabled Children report announced that over £340m of new investment would be provided during the CSR years to improve the provision of respite care or short-breaks for families with disabled children (£280m), make childcare more accessible for parents of disabled children (£35m), support disabled young people making the transition to adulthood (£19m) and the development of parent forums (£5m). 2. 11th June  – City Challenge.  It was announced that £160m would be provided during the CSR to fund the extension of the London Challenge programme and to launch similar programmes in Greater Manchester and the Black Country.
