	EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

· An early problem with SOLAR was that the software had not been developed sufficiently to deny access to confidential documents - so the whole of an agenda was denied to Members not having access to the one document.  The system has now been developed to accommodate this.  Because of the technical needs to develop folders for documents with different levels of access, it is now imperative we establish a clear set of protocols for the publication of documents.

· At a previous meeting of the Members-only Cabinet it was agreed that the Cabinet Agenda Group and the Lead Member for Corporate Services should determine accessibility for the two meeting groups running on the system.  It was agreed that this would be carried out in accordance with the spirit of the new legislation.  I want to be able to offer a clear instruction to administrative staff.  I am therefore suggesting that there be two levels of security reflecting the existing legislative framework :


(1)
Part 1 Items - available as soon as they are published on the system. 


(2)
Part 2 Items - available only to members of the meeting group but available to other 
Members if the Monitoring Officer is satisfied the request is lawful.
