PURPOSE OF REPORT
1.1
To request that Lead Member obtain Cabinet approval to process highway closure 
and diversion applications as listed above under Sections 116 to 119 of the Highways Act 
1980.

BACKGROUND 

2.1 
Sections 116 -119 of the Highways Act empower  the Magistrates’ Court to authorise the           
stopping up or diversion of a highway. 

2.2 
The City Council acting as Highway Authority has the statutory power to make an 
application for stopping up or diversion of a highway,  by administrative process under 
section 116 and 117.

2.3 
The City Council received applications from Salford University and Cooper Stollbrand 
Ltd to stop up the highways as indicated and as shown on the attached plans drawing 
numbers HM03/1038 and HM03/1043 respectively. 

2.4 
Both of the stopping up orders are retrospective in order to rectify the omission made

by the applicants when they implemented the schemes.

2.5 
In the case of Swinton and Pendlebury Public Footpath No 14 which runs parallel to the 
River Irwell, a section of the river embankment on the western side is slowly eroding. The

diversion is in the interest of the public and to benefit the overall management of the site.  
The diversion line is indicated and as shown on the attached plan drawing nr:HM03/1044.

2.6
 Although the applications are not subjected to any time constraints, it is important for the 
 the stopping up orders and diversion order to be obtained as soon as possible to meet the 
 statutory requirement administered by the City Council acting as the Highway Authority. 

2.7
 In view of the above, it is proposed that Cabinet be requested to authorise the Head of 
 Law and Administration to process the applications by way of  advertising the notices   
 and making applications to the Magistrates’ Court for decisions.

2.8 
Payments have been received from the applicants and the application fee was prepaid 
in accordance with the Charging for Services Policy. 

RECOMMENDATIONS:

3.1 
The Lead Member is recommended to request that Cabinet authorise the Head of Law and 
Administration to process the applications under Sections 116-119 of the Highways Act 
1980.
