Joint Strategic  Needs Assessment - Sue Lightup, Cllr Mann, Cllr Boshell and David Hearn. 
The purpose of the JSNA is to achieve the vision for Salford around Health and Wellbeing which is also an integral part of many other plans and strategies. The aim of the JSNA is to ensure that partners use data correctly and plan services accordingly. All available data should be used to identify the needs of the population and target services accordingly. The data in the JSNA is agreed with partners and is taken from the most recent data available. The ONS provide mid year estimates in order to keep the data as up to date as possible.
The JSNA is a reference and foundation document for all professionals. The next stage is to update and refresh this document. This new document will be in the autumn publication of Life in Salford.

Nottingham and Manchester Councils have been identified as best practice in relation to their JSNA documents.

The Salford Observatory is being developed and this will be a focal point where people can gather statistics however there will also be analysis of the data available on the site along with a desired impact. A corporate research and information team is also being developed. The aim of this is to give an illustration of the health needs of local communities, so that issues and lifestyles can be highlighted to forecast future health issues. It is important that communities become more responsive to local communities.
A regional northwest public observatory is currently available on the internet which has some useful information.

QOF - Quality and Outcomes Framework currently gathers information about healthcare in Salford, including GPs.

The Directorate and partners will agree a clear communication and engagement plan, working with the University of Salford to identify priorities in Salford and there is a need to show what has changed as a result of the JSNA. The three lead officers for this document are Director of Children's Services, Director of Adult Services and the Director of Public Health.
The Department of Health have established World Class Commissioning Standards and there are 11 competencies that make up these standards, outlining how an organisation should be run. The PCT need to evidence how they are meeting these standards, Salford PCT has reached the top level which is three for some of the standards. These competencies also allow PCTs to identify best practice.

Members asked how we ensure that we drill this information down to local areas. For example as Dementia is increasing due to the older population, the JSNA should identify which age groups are more at risk of dementia which will mean that services can be better planned and adapted.

There is a 3 year gap in life expectancy between Salford and other places in England; however there is a 10 year difference between some wards in Salford.

Further discussion took place with members and officers about how we can start to make more of a difference locally. Members agreed they would like to see the refreshed version of the JSNA before it goes live.

Swine Flu - David Herne, Public Health Consultant
Discussion took place regarding the most recent plans for swine flu. There has been the first of several peaks and it is expected that a third of the population will have had swine flu before the pandemic is over. It is difficult to get exact numbers due to the self diagnosis involved. At one of the viral centres Stockport took swabs from people to test for swine flu and only 1 in 6 had the virus. 
Salford has been cited as a model of good practice for both the Council and the PCT although areas have been exposed where more planning is needed. Swine flu is likely to still be around by next November. It is important to change and plan as changes in the virus take place, at one point there were 3 centres open and now there is only one.

There is a need for good data collection, daily and weekly and partners need to react quickly to this. Vaccination programmes are in place once the vaccine becomes available. There will be two vaccinations one for swine flu and one for seasonal flu. These will be given to those who are in the high risk groups, which are the same for both types of flu. The new vaccine will be tested, as is any other and go through a rigorous process. Once it is available a national campaign will take place. Swine flu has been a pandemic with more cases than seen normally and it is also widespread. 

The PCT and Council are working very closely together and co-ordinating communication. A letter updating staff and parents on the situation will be sent out at the beginning of term.
Members asked that if there are any major changes in relation to swine flu that they are updated.
