The Gambling Act 2005 requires the Council, as Licensing Authority, to have in place by 3rd January 2010 a Gambling Policy Statement which will guide it when considering applications under the Act

DETAILS 

1. Under the requirements of the Gambling Act 2005 the City Council are the Licensing Authority for Salford.  As part of this role it is required to review its existing Gambling Policy Statement and to produce a revised statement for publication in January 2010. The statement will guide the Council, as Licensing Authority, when exercising its functions under the Act.

2. The draft Statement of Policy 2010 (attached at Appendix A) was prepared under Section 349 of the Act and in accordance with the Guidance to Licensing Authorities issued by the Gambling Commission in May 2009. 
3. The draft Statement of Policy was drawn up in June 2009, based upon the Council’s previous statement, dated 2007, and revised in accordance with a LACORS template published in May 2009. The revisions set out in the template, have been driven by legislative updates, case law and amended operational conditions.

4. For ease of reference, changes made to the 2007 Statement are shown in capital letters. 

5. The 2010 draft Statement was widely distributed, as part of a statutory consultation process, conducted between July and September 2009.

6.
Only one response has been received and details are shown on the attached Schedule (attached at Appendix B).

7. The Licensing Regulatory Panel considered this matter on 22nd October, 2009, noted the draft Statement of Policy, together with the Schedule outlining the issues raised in the response, and resolved that, it be referred to the City Council with a recommendation for it to be approved and adopted.
