THE QUAYS LOOP ROAD IMPROVEMENTS

RECOMMENDATION: That the Lead Member for Planning accepts the quotation from Tarmac Limited in the sum of £457,992.73 to carry out the carriageway resurfacing and refurbishment of the block paved footways on The Quays loop road. That Lead Member for Planning gives authority for the expenditure of £55,089 on Urban Vision fees.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:
The purpose of this report is to seek authority to accept the quotations from Tarmac Limited, to carry out the resurfacing of The Quays loop road and authority for expenditure of Urban Vision fees.

1.0. Background
1.1. The Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration requested that Urban Vision Partnership Limited design a scheme to replace the defective block paved carriageway of The Quays loop road with Hot Rolled Asphalt with red and green chippings, to match the surfacing at the Lowry Plaza. 

1.2. The scheme has been approved following consideration through the Capital Gateway funding system.

1.3. The resurfacing of The Quays loop road carriageway is intended to be completed by September 2010, in advance of Media City:UK becoming occupied.

2.0. Details 
2.1. The scheme is to replace the existing block paved carriageway surface with Hot Rolled Asphalt surfacing with red and green chippings, to match the carriageway near the Lowry Plaza.

2.2. The scheme comprises:

· Removing the existing block paved carriageway surface and sand bed from The Quays loop road.

· The blocks will be removed from site to be crushed and recycled – a small quantity will be retained for refurbishing the footways.

· Laying a new binder course, and Hot Rolled Asphalt surface course with red and green chippings to the carriageway.

· Repairing damaged block paving in the footways.

2.3. Due to the age, quality, and volume of the blocks removed, there is no requirement or commercial benefit to retain them. Therefore, it is considered uneconomically viable to attempt to salvage them.

2.4. The new surfacing will start at the Lowry Plaza, and covers 715 metres of the Quays loop road, to the Broadway roundabout.

2.5. As part of the Re-thinking Construction Framework Agreement, the schemes are allocated equally between the 3 civil engineering framework partners. Generally schemes up to a value of £100,000 are allocated as of right to Urban Vision Highway Services, schemes above £100,000 and below £2million are allocated to either Birse Civils Limited, or Tarmac Limited, based on either the complexity or type of work to be undertaken.

2.6. This scheme has been allocated to Tarmac Limited, who are experienced in this type of work.

3.0. Financial Implications
3.1. The scheme will be funded via the Council’s approved capital programme for 2010/11.  
3.2. The cost summary of the scheme is as follows:

4.0. Conclusion
4.1. The scheme will repair the deteriorated carriageway and footways of The Quays loop road, and bring them up to adoptable standards. Once the scheme is complete it is proposed that this length of the loop road be formally adopted.
