DETAILS:

Further to recent residential developments within Monton a significant sum of capital has been received via section 106 agreements for open space improvements. In accordance with the Salford Greenspace Strategy (adopted by Council – July 07) and the specific parameters of the S106 agreements the following improvements have been identified:

· The development of a young children’s play area at Shackleton Street

· The development of multi-use games area suitable for older children at Ellesmere Recreation Ground

· Access and landscape improvements to Monton Walkway

· The integration of the former Greenwood School Playing Field into the neighbouring Three Sister’s Site of Biological Interest

The proposals have been developed in partnership with the Eccles Neighbourhood Management Team, Monton Residents Association, Salford Sports Development, Children’s Services, local schoolchildren and Council Officers responsible for the maintenance and management of the individual sites.

At the request of the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel a condition has been attached to the planning approvals associated with the development of the play areas. Both Shackleton St play areas and the multi-use games area proposed for Ellesmere Recreation Ground are to be locked on a daily basis at 4pm during the winter months and 8pm during the summer months. This is to ensure the amenities of nearby residents and the character of the locality are not adversely affected by noise and nuisance in accordance with policies DES7, EN14 and S4 of the City of Salford Unitary Development Plan. A quotation of £5,500 per annum, per site has been received for the daily locking of the play areas. 

The calculation of the S106 and the sums received from the property developers has been based solely upon the construction and routine maintenance of play areas for a duration of 10 years. In the absence of further funds being available from the S106 for the daily locking of the play areas (as required by panel) the City Treasurer has approved a revenue budget to allow the gate-locking to occur. This was approved on the 16th July 2008.
