1. APOLOGY FOR ABSENCE
An apology for absence was submitted on behalf of Denis Ingram.

2. JUNE LIGHTFOOT
The Chairman welcomed June Lightfoot, Community Development Foundation, to the meeting.

June Lightfoot provided details of a) the work undertaken by the Foundation and b) the specific research programme that was currently being undertaken which examined the role played by local communities in allocating funding through community initiatives.

3. INTERVIEWS WITH APPLICANTS
a) Fairbridge in Greater Manchester
Mick Walbank reported that the application for funding submitted by Fairbridge in Greater Manchester had been withdrawn.

b) Youth Service
Carol Foster, Youth Service, attended the meeting at the invitation of the Chairman to provide details of the applications for funding that had been submitted in relation to the proposed Crime Prevention Motor scheme costed at £4130.00.

(4) THAT, once information referred to in (2) above is provided by the applicant, and that the request in (3) above is approved, a Special Meeting of the Claremont / Weaste Budget Sub-Committee be held to consider the application.
