ECCLES ROAD FOOTBRIDGE (A580) REPAINTING SCHEME

As part of the Transport Capital Programme it is intended to repaint Eccles Road footbridge in order to secure its long-term durability.

BACKGROUND
1.1
Eccles Road Footbridge carries pedestrians over the A580 East Lancashire Road at the junction with Eccles Road.  It comprises a steel truss construction with a steel deck and approach ramps.  The deck and approach ramps have steel parapets for pedestrian safety.  All of the structural steel and parapets have a multi-coat paint system with a finish colour of blue.  The tops of the decks to the bridge span and approach ramps have an anti-skid finish, which was renewed in late 2003, whilst the undersides are painted with a coat of grey Micaceous Iron Oxide.

The bridge was last repainted 10 years ago.  During routine inspection it has been found, that areas of the topcoats of paint to the structural steel and parapets are now beginning to fail, most likely due to a lack of adhesion to the undercoat.  In addition, some areas, especially the support column base-plates, exhibit surface corrosion where there has been a complete breakdown of the paint system.  The best course of action to maintain protection of the bridge is to remove the top coats of paint from all structural steel and parapet surfaces, appropriately prepare and patch prime any corroded areas, wash down the undersides of the decks to the bridge span and approach ramps, then apply new paint systems to all these surfaces.

The A580 is one of the main routes in Salford and therefore it is a requirement that it must remain open to traffic in both directions at all times.  Furthermore in the interests of health and safety, work will not be permitted over live carriageways.  Therefore lane closures will need to be effected in phases such that works to the bridge section spanning the A580 can be carried out whilst still allowing traffic to travel in both directions.  This will have the effect of restricting traffic flows.  To minimise the impact of this the traffic management to this section will only be permitted on Sundays between 9.30am and 6.30pm.

Pedestrian access will be maintained across the bridge at all times.

Tender Sums were also sought from E & P Coatings and E. R. Williams Ltd.  A reply was received from E. R. Williams Ltd., explaining that they were unable to return a quotation as they felt the scope of the work was beyond their capabilities. No reply was received from E & P Coatings.

The lowest tender did not fully comply with the requirements of the tender documents, by not supplying rates against each item in the Bill of Quantities.  Furthermore they have qualified their tender price based on using a method of paint removal, which is not suitable for this scheme.  For these reasons it was determined that their tender could not be accepted.  It is therefore recommended that the quotation of Jack Tighe Ltd be accepted.
