1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
At the meeting of the Lead Member on the 13th May, 2003, approval was given to the Transport Capital Programme which included £200,000 to be allocated to the improvement of disabled facilities at pedestrian crossings.

1.2 
It has been identified from the Best Value Performance Indicators that improvements are required to disabled pedestrian facilities at certain pelican crossings.

1.3
Five sets of pelican crossings have been identified where the paving arrangements do not comply with current standards:-

(i) Albion Way Slip Road.

(ii) Regent Road near Goodiers Drive.

(iii) Regent Road near Comus Street.

(iv) Trafford Road near Phoebe Street.

(v) Trinity Way near Bloom Street.

A specialist contractor employed directly by GMUTC will undertake the re-cabling and associated traffic signal works.

2.0 DETAILS
2.1
The proposed schemes comprise of:-

(i) Taking up existing tactile paving slabs and footway construction.

(ii) Renewing tactile paving slabs in new layout and reinstatement of the footway.

(iii) Relocation of existing traffic signal equipment to improve disabled facilities.

A quotation has been submitted by City Highways to undertake the paving works in the sum of £33,824.00.
