RECOMMENDATIONS : 
That the tender from L B Construction be accepted in the sum of £139,699.34.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 
The bridge has suffered failing paintwork over the majority of the structure together with isolated corrosion of the overhead restraints. Maintenance painting is required to the whole structure together with the application of a new anti-skid coating to the deck. Additionally, the opportunity has been taken to replace the non-conforming steel railings and a proportion of the overhead restraints.

A general inspection of the bridge has identified that routine maintenance is


required to all three spans including, the bridge superstructure paintwork, replacement of non-conforming steel railings, replacement of five overhead restraints and the application of an anti-skid coating to the deck.

Hough Lane Footbridge spans the River Irwell and is located at the end of      


Meadow Road, adjacent to Peel Park, on the border of Irwell Riverside and


Broughton Wards.

The refurbishment scheme comprises maintenance painting to the whole structure,     

application of a new anti-skid coating to all three spans, replacement of five steel 

overhead restraints, replacement of the non-conforming steel railings, repointing  and cleaning of the abutments and other miscellaneous works.
