APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Councillor David Lancaster, Councillor Margaret Morris,Terry Mumford (Salford Disability Forum), Bruce Thomson (Ellesmere Park Residents’ Association), Elizabeth Charnley (FRECCLES), Steven Baines (Friends of Winton Park), Anne Faulkner (Eccles Park Joint Bowling Association) and David Yates (FRECCLES).

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

The minutes of the meeting of the Committee held on 22nd September, 2009, were agreed as a correct record, and signed by the Chairman.

55.
SECTION 106 FUNDING

The Committee received a presentation from Tony Melia, which provided an overview of Section 106 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990, which allowed a local Planning Authority, namely the City Council, to enter into a legally binding agreement, or planning obligation with the developer in association with the granting of planning commission.  It was indicated that Section 106 Agreements were used when it was considered that, a development would have negative impacts that could not be dealt through conditions in the planning application, and as a result required the developer to undertake particular works, or provide specific services.  Alternatively, they could involve the payment of a financial contribution to the City Council to deliver agreed work, services or maintenance.  

Don Booth referred to the loss of green, and open space, in general.  Tony Melia replied that this was a wider issue, and not specifically related to Section 106, and it was perhaps more appropriate to be given consideration under the core strategy which was to be considered by all Community Committees in the near future.


Jim Rayner asked whether Section 106 monies were considered for the creation of allotments.  Tony Melia said this was a proposal that was currently being investigated.


Gilbert Hearn asked what safeguards there were in the event that the development companies, which had entered into Section 106 Agreements with the City Council went bankrupt.  Tony Melia replied that, there were appropriate measures in place should this situation arise.


RESOLVED:
THAT Tony Melia be thanked for his presentation, the contents of which were noted.

56.
COMMUNITY SAFETY ISSUES

Inspector Jill Gorse provided an update on community safety issues, which focused on the following key themes:-

· There had been a slight reduction in domestic burglaries, Operation Album had been set up to combat such crime and had been running for a fortnight, in which time there had been a 50% reduction on the previous two week period.  In addition, a prolific offender had been arrested, which had also contributed to the reduction in the number of crimes reported.

· Operation Duke had been set up to tackle off licence, and supermarket, robberies and had resulted in a 50% reduction in offences.
· Theft from motor vehicles remained a problem, and the number of reported incidents was at a constant level for the previous recording period.

· Incidents of hate crime had been reduced by half of that for the previous period.

· Operation Perch was ongoing, and aimed to combat violent, and drink related, crime in Eccles Town Centre.


Jim Rayner asked whether the recent alleygating projects had had any impact on crime.  Jill Gorse replied that, in those areas where alleygating had been introduced, there had been a corresponding positive effect on specific areas of crime.

Richard Carvath referred to a number of brothels on Liverpool Road, and asked what the police’s policy was with regard to these.  Jill Gorse replied that the police worked in partnership with other appropriate agencies, and the key focus of their activities was to ensure that no one was working at these premises against their will. She added that if specific complaints were received with regard to the operation of the premises they would be followed up and action taken as appropriate.

ECCLES STREET SCENE PLAN

The Committee received a presentation from Perry Twigg with regard to an audit which had been undertaken of the existing street furniture and signage in Eccles Town Centre.  The views were also sought of the Committee as to the standardisation, development and possible improvements of the Town Centre street furniture in the future.

RESOLVED:
THAT a special meeting of the Community Committee be held in early January, 2010, with the specific purpose of considering this issue, and develop proposals for the future design, standardisation and improvements of street scene facilities in Eccles Town Centre.

NEIGHBOURHOOD WORKING IN SALFORD

Tony Melia provided a brief overview of the recent review of neighbourhood working which had been undertaken by the City Council, and proposals for the future.  He said the review was just the first stage, and further discussions and work were required, including the involvement of local communities, to develop systems and partnerships, which built on, and improved, the successes which had already been achieved.

59.
JAMES NAYSMITH STEAM HAMMER

The Committee received representation from Michael Baines, Aiden Simpson, Paul Casserley and Andrew Leong with regard to proposals for the James Naysmith Steam Hammer, and in particular the construction of a shelter for it so as to make it more attractive and eye catching, in keeping with its status as a significant piece of industrial heritage.  A model of the proposed shelter was presented, and the Committee were advised that its construction would cost in the region of £40,000 to £50,000, for which funding needed to be secured.  It was commented that, funding for the project would be sought from a variety of sources, however, the support of the Community Committee would assist in the likely success of such financial applications.


RESOLVED:
THAT general support be given to the proposals for the shelter and general improvements of the James Naysmith Steam Hammer; and that the Hammer Action Group be invited to submit an application for funding from the Community Committees devolved budget.
