Eccles Bus Interchange


(Previous Minute 74 – 25th March, 2003)


Reference was made to the fact that Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Executive (GMPTE) had still to respond to the letter which had been sent to them advising them of the Committee’s concerns with regard to buses currently being required to use Eccles Bus Interchange as a “turning circle” rather than enter from Church Street and leaving by Regent Street and vice versa.

Patricroft Park and Bowling Green


(Previous Minute 76 – 25th March, 2003)


Joyce Phillips reported that acts of vandalism,in the main carried out by young people, continued to take place at Patricroft Bowling Green.  Councillor Eddie Sheehy commented that there was a need to involve young people in the activities of the local bowling clubs with an aim to create a mutual respect between the young and elderly age groups, and in return reduce the incidents of vandalism.  Councillor David Lancaster suggested that currently the facilities in parks were under utilised and there was a possible need to increase the provision of tuition with regard to particular sports, e.g. tennis, so that these facilities would be used to their full potential.  Chris Skinkis replied that it was anticipated that the new Sports Development Worker for the Eccles area would be in post in the near future and he would ensure that these matters were drawn to her attention, with a view to appropriate action being taken.

Chris Skinkis also reported that an application had been submitted on behalf of the Brookhouse Festival, however, due to an administrative error it had not been considered by the Eccles Budget Group at their meeting held on 16th May, 2003, but it would be placed on the agenda for the meeting to be held on 11th July, 2003.  In addition the Committee were also reminded that at the meeting held on 25th March, 2003 they had endorsed a grant of £2,834.02 to Winton Park Residents’ Association for the provision of new furniture at their meeting premises, however it had subsequently been discovered that the Association had also received a similar grant from Salford CVS for the same project and as a result had been contacted requesting that they return the money to the Committee’s devolved budget.  Council David Eglin said there was a need to ensure that procedures were in place to prevent this type of “double” payment did not occur in the future.  Chris Skinkis replied that such procedures were already in existence and it was due to these that this issue had been identified.

INSTALLATION OF AUTOMATIC PUBLIC TOILET IN ECCLES TOWN CENTRE

John Matthews replied that assurances had been received from Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Executive and Adshel indicating that the toilet will be operational by July, 2003.

ECCLES MURAL

Barbara Holmes referred to a donation of £500 which had been secured by the former Eccles Town Centre Manager for the renovation of the Eccles Mural located on Church Street.  She added that subsequently it had been found that this sum was not sufficient to undertake the renovations required and enquired whether the money had been returned and if not whether it could be reallocated to an alternative project.  Chris Skinkis replies that he would ascertain the whereabouts of the £500 donation and advise the Committee accordingly at the next meeting.

SALFORD REDS PROPOSED NEW STADIUM

Gilbert Hearn reported that he had recently submitted a petition signed by local residents raising objections to the proposal to build a new stadium for Salford Reds RLFC in the Barton area.

BROOKHOUSE FESTIVAL


George Hunt reported that the Brookhouse Festival would take place at Eccles Recreation Ground on Saturday 21st and Sunday 22nd June, 2003 and anybody interested in assisting with the event would be welcomed.
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
