· There had been an increase in theft of catalytic converters, particularly from commercial vehicles and a campaign to both increase awareness of this crime and reduce it, had been launched

· Anti-social behaviour problems caused by young people, particularly as a result of alcohol misuse continued to be a focus of attention both in terms of  prevention and follow up action

HIGHWAYS BLOCK 3 FUNDING – ROAD AND TRAFFIC PEDESTRIAN PROJECTS

(Previous Minute 87 - 23rd March, 2010)


The Eccles Neighbourhood Manager submitted a report detailing the following schemes, along with their estimated costs, which had been put forward funding from the devolved Block 3 Capital Budget 2010/11, and which the Environment and Transport Task Group had evaluated, and now recommended for approval:-  


Eccles
· Hereford Road/Winchester Road, Ellesmere Park - installation of shorter speed cushions (£35,000)

· Albert Street (near Aldi Store) - footpath reinstatement (£7,000)

· Lansdowne Road - removal of 6 bollards (£2,000 approx)


Barton
· Edison Road and School Road - installation of dropped kerbs (£2,891)

· Edison Road and School Road - priority build out and traffic calming measures (£32,000)

· Ellesmere Street - construction of dropped crossing (£22,000)
· Barton Lane - installation of mobile speed signs (£15,000)


Winton
· Alder Park - installation of two bollards at side of bus gate (£1,000) 
(it was reported at the meeting that, this work appeared to have already been completed)

· Schofield Road area - repairs to pathways near rugby pitches and railway line (£24,000)

The report also outlined details of schemes that, had been considered for funding, but had been rejected, and the reasons for this, together with further potential schemes which had been investigated.

Anthony Yates suggested that the installation of the mobile speed sign in the vicinity of the Canal Bank Medical Centre be investigated.

Ken Ratcliffe commented that Mirfield Drive had been added to the list of potential schemes for future funding at the meeting of the Community Committee held on 26th January, 2010.  He asked what progress had been made with regard to this as it now appeared that, it was not recommended either for approval or rejection nor was it included in the list of schemes still under consideration.
