Inspector Jill Gorse provided details in relation to recorded crime within the Eccles Community Committee area compared with the same period in 2009 in which was summarised as follows:-

In addition the following issues were highlighted:-
· There had been recent activities to combat domestic burglary, which had included the arrest of a prolific offender and in turn had reduced the number of recorded crimes.                         
· The proliferation of cannabis farms was increasing and as a result a number of drug warrants had been executed.
· It is anticipated that an increase in anti-social behaviour by young people during October/November particularly around Halloween and Bonfire Night. Operation Gabriel, which aimed to reduce this particular kind of crime, had been set up as a result.
· A joint initiative with Metrolink had been undertaken on the tram network as well in and around Eccles Town Centre. This had focused on fare evasion and drug enforcement.  The initiative had included use of a drugs sniffer dog and it was hope to repeat the exercise, possibly as part of the forthcoming SNAP.

· The front desk of Eccles Police Station would be open for public enquiries Monday to Friday between 2pm and 4pm.

BRIDGEWATER CANAL MASTERPLAN

(Previous Minute 76 – 26th January, 2010)


Toria Buzza gave a presentation which provided an overview of the study which had been undertaken and the resulting findings, which formed the basis of Bridgewater Canal Masterplan. The Committee were advised that the aim of the Masterplan was to realise the potential of the Bridgewater Canal Corridor by making it a world class tourist and heritage asset, which would be regarded as a major visitor destination and a place where people came to live, enjoy and participate in leisure activities.

Steven Baines commented that, as the route of the Bridgewater Canal ran through areas other than Salford and asked whether there were any proposals to extend the principals of the Masterplan to them. Toria Buzza replied links had been formed with the neighbouring local authorities in Trafford and Wigan with the hope that this could be achieved.

HIGHWAYS BLOCK 3 FUNDING – ROAD AND TRAFFIC PEDESTRIAN PROJECTS

(Previous Minute 22 – 27th July, 2010)


The Eccles Neighbourhood Manager submitted a report detailing the following scheme, along with its estimated cost, which had been put forward for funding from the devolved Block 3 Capital Budget 2010/11, and which the Environment and Transport Task Group had evaluated, and now recommended for approval:-  


Eccles
· Chatsworth Road, Ellesmere Park – installation of no waiting signs (£6,500)
The report also outlined details of schemes that, had been considered for funding, but had been rejected and the reasons for this, together with further potential schemes which were still being investigated.

David Yates referred to the proposed scheme for Chatsworth Road and although he recognised the parking problems experienced there, primarily caused by students attending Eccles College, said the issue needed to be looked at in the wider context.  He said the recommended proposal to install no waiting signs had the potential to merely displace the problem to neighbouring roads in the area.

RESOLVED :(1)  THAT, rather than the specific proposal for Chatsworth Road detailed in the report, approval be given to the allocation of £6,500 to develop a scheme to resolve parking issues in and around Eccles College which in turn be subject to full consultation with local residents and other interested parties.


(2)  THAT approval should be given to the scheme to installation of a guard rail to the footpath on Barton Lane amounting to £560 and to be met from the Maintaining the Asset Fund.



(3)  THAT the various proposals which have been considered and rejected or are still under consideration, as detailed in the report, be noted.

David Yates suggested there was a need to look at developing cycling routes in the area, which, for a relatively small amount of investment, would have a positive impact, not only in terms of transport issues but also combating obesity and promoting healthy lifestyles. 

John Kirwin asked whether the long term futures of both Monks Hall and Old Halls Building fell into the community priorities for Eccles.
