Neighbourhood Renewal Strategy

Position Statement

· Framework for Strategy submitted to GO-NW in April 2002.

· Local Neighbourhood Renewal Strategy to be developed and submitted to GO-NW by end September 2002.

· Aim of Local NRS – To establish a firm foundation on which decisions can be taken about the allocation of resources towards particular areas across the City – not just for the City Council but for partners as well.

· The NRS framework already submitted outlined a geographical context for the NRS. Deprivation over a range of indices were mapped to identify clusters of deprivation. These were grouped into 2 areas:


· Central Salford- This was identified as an area of major change. Although there are areas with deep-seated problems, there are also great opportunities.

· Salford West- This was recognised as an area which requires targeted action to stabilise areas in decline and to maximise opportunities. This approach is consistent with advice received from the government office North West and the N.W.D.A.
· Full NRS document is now being drafted and some key dates for consulting on the final draft are as follows:
