19. COMMUNITY ISSUES

· Salford Buzzing conference
Peter Ball informed the Community Committee that he had attended a three day conference called ‘Salford Buzzing’ and thanked Councillor John Merry, Leader of the Council, for including the younger generation in the conference.

· Refuse collection 
A Member of the Community Committee reported that for several weeks refuse sacks had been left on the streets in the Charlestown area. 

Councillor McIntyre stated that the Strategic Director and Lead Member of Environment Services had been informed of the situation. 

RESOLVED: THAT the information be noted. 

· Oakland Road 

It was reported that Oakland Road had not been tarmaced and that there was lots of potholes on the road.
Councillor Wilson stated that this issue had been reported.

· Congestion Charge
Graham Cooper highlighted the significance the Congestion Charge would have on the East Salford area if it came into force. He suggested that this be the main agenda item for the next meeting of the Community Committee due to the significance it would have in the area. 

Lee Anderson highlighted that the Public Consultation on Congestion Charge would end in October and it was suggested that a special meeting of the Community Committee be held in September to discuss the matter further. 
The Community Committee held a vote which was unanimous to hold a special meeting of the Community Committee to discuss the Congestion Charge and the implications it would have if it was introduced in the area.

20. SECTION 106
Lee Anderson explained to the Community Committee what Section 106 funding was and informed them of funding worth £100,000 that was available for the Blackfriars Park area of East Salford and stated that a consultation was currently going ahead with local residents. 
Graham Cooper highlighted that after several requests made by the Community Committee for a list of everything that was being spent no list had yet been provided. 

Councillor Coen informed the Committee that a Section 106 Officer was now in post and that they would be requested to attend all Community Committees once they had settled into their new role.
Lee Anderson also stated that he would find out if the Lead Member for Environment had approved the £44,000 that had been allocated to Albert Park and report back to the Committee.

Lee stated that Urban Vision were still working on the costings and that further updates would be provided at Community Committee meetings in the future.

The Chair thanked Inspector Bailey and the Police for attending the meeting on a regular basis and providing the Group with regular positive updates. 
Inspector Bailey stated that he enjoyed attending the meeting and provided the Group with information on the following: 
· That there had been 30% less burglaries in the area over the past year;

· That there had been a 14% reduction in robberies; 

· That there had been a small increase in vehicle crime but that an operation with the neighbouring Manchester Division had been taking place since April where patrols were going around the area to try and prevent any crimes happening;
· An operation currently being undertaken in Higher Broughton to help prevent it occurring;

· Summer Dispersal Order around the Great Cheetham Street East area;

· The possibility of an off road bike unit being drafted in to prevent the issue over the summer;
