DETAILS:

Further to the receipt of a commuted sum of £ 88,418.00, via the Section 106 agreement associated with planning ref: 04/48357/REM a balance of £88,418.00 remains to carry our work in accordance with the Ordsall Park Master Plan.

Within the Master Plan there is the requirement to carry out “a survey of the trees undertake subsequent tree works, replacement planting and a five year maintenance plan. These works are included on the Salford City Council’s 2007/8 capital expenditure programme.
In accordance with the conditions of Section 106 legal agreement it is acknowledged that the funding can be used for “the purposes of local environment improvements”. Ordsall Park is within the existing grounds maintenance contract and a quotation has been invited and received from Salford City Council’s Environment Directorate’s Grounds Maintenance Team to carry out the following works.  
The proposals are to 

· Carry out an in depth tree survey

· Prepare a Tree Management Plan

· Carry out subsequent tree works

· Carry out replacement tree planting

· Carry out a five year maintenance plan

Upon completion, the work will ensure a safer environment, improve visibility and security and along with succession tree planting, ensure that the park remains ‘green’ for future generations. 
The improvements can be maintained within the existing revenue budget for Ordsall Park.
