RESILIANT HOMES COMMUNITY CLIMATE CHANGE ACTION PLAN FOR LOWER KERSAL AND SPIKE ISLAND 2009/11

The Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration submitted a report outlining the results of the climate action initiative, a partnership project between Salford City Council, the Environment Agency and Salford University.  It was indicated the project had been a two year pilot aiming to engage with the deprived community and other partners, in taking action to reduce their carbon foot print, raise awareness and prepare for the future impact of climate change.


Councillor Charlie McIntyre raised concerns as to whether the momentum of the project could be maintained in East Salford without appropriate dedicated resources, particularly in the light of changes to the role and structure of the Neighbourhood Management Team in that area. Similar issues were raised in relation to rolling out the proposals contained in the Climate Change Action Plan to the other community committee areas across the City.

RESOLVED (1): THAT report be noted and the Climate Change Action Plan for East Salford be recommended to other community committees as a model.


RESOLVED (2):  THAT the lessons learnt from the project be disseminated to relevant government departments.


RESOLVED (3): THAT the Lead Member for Housing be provided with details of the costs of the promotional booklet and DVD which have been produced to publicise the action plan.
