(1) PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

1.1 To seek approval for the demolition of Walter Greenwood Court and associated site treatment.

1.2
To seek delegated authority to accept the lowest or most acceptable tender.

(2) RECOMMENDATIONS 

2.1 That the proposed demolition of Walter Greenwood Court and subsequent site treatment be approved.

2.2 That the Director of Development Services be authorised to invite tenders in respect of the scheme.

2.3 That the Director of Housing Services, in consultation with the Lead Member/Deputy Lead Member, be authorised to accept the lowest or most suitable tender.

(3) BACKGROUND

3.1 Walter Greenwood Court is a 14 storey block containing 102 one and two bedroom flats constructed circa 1964. The building was originally used for general needs housing and subsequently, supported housing for young people. Because of low demand for this form of accommodation and the poor condition of the block, it's use for lettings purposes was discontinued in 1998. The block was secured and has lain vacant since this time. 

3.2 In an effort to achieve the demolition of the block and reclamation of the site, application was made to North West Development Agency in June 2000 for "headroom" resources to facilitate demolition. The bid was successful and resources up to £483,500 approved.

3.3 The offer of grant is for the 2000/2001 financial year only. Within the bid document, the City Council had to undertake to meet any costs incurred after March 31st 2001. At present, it is estimated that the demolition can be conducted prior to this date, subject to weather conditions during the winter period.

3.4 The offer of grant is subject to "clawback". Consequently, any receipt achieved upon the sale of the cleared site will be recouped by the North West Development Agency. The value of the cleared site has been estimated at £60,000 by the Estates and Valuation Division of Development Services Directorate.

3.5 The block will be deconstructed from top down. The cleared site will be top-soiled, landscaped and seeded and knee-rails erected to protect from unauthorised access. The grassed area will be incorporated into the maintenance schedule for regular mowing in order to maintain the appearance of the site.

(4) FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS 

4.1 
The North West Development Agency have agreed to cover the cost of demolition up to the value of £483,500 in 2000/2001. Any additional costs incurred during 2000/2001 and/or all costs incurred after March 31st 2000 will need to be borne by Housing Services Directorate. The tendering process will identify whether demolition costs will exceed the available grant. Any costs which over-run into the 2001/2002 financial year can be met from the Housing Capital Resources identified for new-starts in 2001/2002.

(5) CONCLUSION

5.1 The demolition of Walter Greenwood Court will improve the appearance of the area in which it is situated and return the site to general amenity use in the short term with potential for appropriate re-development in the medium/long-term.
