That Lead Member for Housing approves the appointment of Groundwork Trust to deliver the alley gating schemes.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY : This report details proposals for an alley gating scheme within the Broughton ward.  The scheme follows key principles set out in a proposed policy framework also included on the agenda today, (The use of Alley Gating Schemes in areas in transition and or subject to major regeneration activity).  This alley gating scheme will reduce the numbers of burglaries within this area. The scheme will also significantly reduce the potential for environmental crime, such as fly tipping in these areas and will have an impact on the potential for arson related incidences. Therefore the scheme will significantly improve the quality of life for local residents.

1.0 Background

1.1 This scheme has been developed in line with the City Council’s Alley Gating Policy which was adopted in November 2003 and also in line with the proposed policy framework for the use of Alley Gating Schemes in areas in transition and or subject to major regeneration activity which is included on this agenda.

1.2 The area proposed for alley gating has a burglary rate more than twice the average for Salford City and 71% of these burglaries occur through entry to the rear of the properties.

1.3 Consultations have been carried out with the local regeneration team and these proposals will not hamper any current or emerging proposals for regeneration activities.

1.4 The gates will be in place for a minimum of 12 months.

1.5 Clear agreements have been reached with the local regeneration teams to ensure the on-going integrity of the alley gating schemes.

1.6 Should approval for this scheme be granted, the first process of the scheme will include comprehensive consultation with local residents and stakeholders. Only the alleys where a majority of support is given will be continued.

1.7 All the gates will be designed in such a way as to maximise their ability to be recycled thus ensuring the highest possible value for money.

2.0 Proposals

2.1 To erect lockable gates to the alleys at the rear of the following streets

· Wellington Street East

· Welbeck Grove

· Bristol Street

· Heaton Street

· Symons Street

· Gainsborough Street

· Norton Street

· Kimberley Street

· Great Cheetham Street East

· Buile Street

· Milan Street

· St James Road

2.2 It is proposed that we appoint Groundwork to project manage the proposed alley gating schemes on a comprehensive basis. Groundwork will bring substantial experience in implementing community alley gating projects and it’s roles within this scheme will include implementation of the alley gating programme, comprehensive community consultation, community capacity building, application for alley gating closures, design and implementation of alley gating. We are proposing to appoint Groundwork as they are the only company to offer these services.

2.3 Housing Services Managers including the Housing Market Support Team will meet on a monthly basis with Groundwork in order to closely monitor the proposed project, building in key milestones and ensuring successful progression of the scheme.

2.4 The total cost for this scheme is £85,000

3.0 Conclusion

3.1 I am satisfied that this scheme will reduce the numbers of burglaries within this area and enhance the quality of life for local residents.

3.2 In addition to this, by following the key principles detailed in the Lead Member Report - The use of Alley Gating Schemes in areas in transition and or subject to major regeneration activity, also included on today’s agenda, the most effective use of alley gating in this area will be achieved.
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
