 Purpose of Report

1.1 To seek approval to the making of a Compulsory Purchase Order on 132-174,  

      Langworthy Road, Salford.

2.0
Details

2.1 As part of the acquisition strategy for the Seedley and Langworthy area the City

      Council has been acquiring land and property interests within the block of properties

      132-174, Langworthy Road, Salford.

2.2 Once all the interests have been acquired it is intended to demolish the properties and 

      redevelop the site together with the adjoining land.

2.3 Negotiations for the acquisition of the interests are being progressed, albeit slowly 

      and in order to ensure that possession and ownership can be obtained it is proposed to 

      make a Compulsory Purchase Order.

2.4 The Compulsory Purchase Order will be made under Section 226(1)(b) of the Town 

      and Country Planning Act 1990 and be funded through the Single Regeneration 

      Budget for the Seedley and Langworthy Regeneration Area. 

2.5 Subject to the Compulsory Purchase Order being confirmed the City Council will   

      then proceed to obtain possession and legal title by way of a General Vesting            

      Declaration under the Compulsory Purchase (Vesting Declaration) Act 1981.

3.0 Recommendations

3.1 It is recommended that: -

(a)  the City Council make a Compulsory Purchase Order under Section 226(1)(b) of the

       Town and Country Planning Act 1990 on those land and property interests in 

       132-174, Langworthy Road, Salford.

(b)  the Order be named – 

       “City of Salford (132-174, Langworthy Road, Salford) Compulsory Purchase

           Order 2002”
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
