Morning Linda.  Saw your second email first!  If I remember rightly, Woodlands Day Hospital is part of a bigger hospital and not just offering Day Care.  I think we visited the Day Care part which had impressive facilities.  I wonder what will become of those facilities?

 

Hopefully the decline in referrals to the Day Hospital is because so much that is better is on offer for people with dementia.  One thing is certain, there is an increasing number of people suffering from dementia.  Do we know how many in Salford?  I know that in the sheltered housing complex where my mum lives which has 36 flats, 3 of them are occupied by people diagnosed with dementia who often manifest behaviour which needs interventions.  Fortunately the Manager and most of the residents are tolerant and caring and thus far, have managed to cope with these manifestations without resorting to outside agencies to deal with the fall-out.  However, one lady is approaching the stage where she may not be able to be managed any longer there and she has been a tenant for 20 years, the dementia developing over the past three years.  She will probably have to be moved to specialist care in the near future.  Do we have sufficient provision of the very right kind?

 

There was a programme on TV a couple of weeks ago which visited a few homes for people with dementia.  The best in my view was the one where they let and encouraged residents to assist in daily living tasks eg hanging out the washing, preparing veg etc.

 

Perhaps we need to keep dementia high on our radar.
