Sergeant Gary Stuart provided details in relation to recorded crime within the Irlam and Cadishead area over a 12 month rolling period which was summarised as follows:-

· Burglary                             -35%

· Robbery                             -66%

· Anti-Social Behaviour        - 30%

In addition the following issues were highlighted:-

· Six arrests have been made in connection with the incident at George Roberts Park.

· Blue bins were being set on fire, youths seem to be removing items from the bins and setting fire to them, the fire service were attributing this to the bad weather conditions.

· Members of Community Committee were encouraged to log reports of off road bikes in the area using the following number 0161 872 5050, it was reported that as a result of carrying out background enquiries 80% of bikes were crushed.

· Reference was made to a recent event in the park which resulted in youths abusing the Police and Fire Service.

· Uschi reported that a special group had been set up to tackle issues raised in the Action Plan, it was noted that one meeting had taken place and further progress would be reported back to Community Committee.
