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APPEALS AT MAGISTRATES COURT ON PANEL DECISION TO REFUSE THE ISSUING OF PRIVATE HIRE AND HACKNEY CARRIAGE DRIVERS LICENSES
Members will recall that at the Panel meeting in January 2006 a report was submitted for Members information that a Private Hire Driver previously refused a licence in November 2005 had appealed to the Magistrates Court against the Panel’s decision. 

The appeal was allowed and the applicant was subsequently issued with a licence with this Authority. As a result several members requested that the figures for the total number of appeals against their decisions be researched, for the last twelve months and the numbers and results be presented before the Panel at the next meeting in February.

In the past twelve months five appeals have been made to the Magistrates’ Court, following the decisions made by the Licensing Regulatory Panel.  One of the appeals has not yet been heard.  In two of the other cases, the appeals were upheld by the Magistrates and licences have been issued.  In the case of the other two appeals, both were dismissed by Magistrates.
