BACKGROUND

At the Licensing Regulatory Panel held in January Member requested supporting literature from Uncaged Campaigns for their street collection in April.

At the Licensing Regulatory Panel held in February, the charitable collection application was heard again by Members.  Some Members of the Panel still had concerns and requested more information from Uncaged Campaigns and the item was deferred to the Licensing Regulatory Panel to be held in March.

As Members had concerns, regarding application, the Principal Licensing Officer contacted Gavin Bell at the Charity Commission and enquired as to whether they have in the past received any concerns regarding Uncaged Campaigns.  Mr Bell informed the Officer that they did not have any concerns regarding Uncaged Campaigns.  The Principal Licensing Officer forwarded all the literature on the applicant to the Charity Commission.

The response from the Charity Commission was that they had no problems with Uncaged Campaigns and that they was a sister company of a registered charity.

The Principal Licensing Officer has today invited Mr Max Newton a representative of Uncaged Campaigns to attend the Licensing Regulatory Panel this morning so that Members can request any further information they may wish to know regarding this application.
