RECOMMENDATIONS: To note additional mandatory conditions to be attached to relevant premises licences and club premises certificates
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: Additional mandatory conditions will be added to premises licences and club premises certificates which provide for the sale/supply of alcohol. Conditions to be added in April 2010 will introduce a ban on irresponsible drinks promotions and “dentist’s chair” practices, as well as providing for  free tap water on request.

DETAILS 

The Licensing Act 2003 has been amended with effect from 6th April and 1st October 2010.

With effect from 6th April 2010, all relevant existing and future licences and club premises certificates will carry mandatory conditions which will
1. Ban irresponsible promotions which encourage people to drink quickly or irresponsibly, such as “All you can drink” promotions and free drink deals 

2. Ban 'dentist’s chairs' in which alcohol is poured directly into the mouths of customers, and 

3. Require free tap water to be made available for customers. 
“Relevant” licences and certificates refer to those authorisations which provide for the sale/supply of alcohol where consumption can take place on the premises. 

With effect from 1st October 2010, all relevant existing and future licences and club premises certificates will carry the following additional mandatory conditions which will

4.   Require all alcohol retailers to have an age verification policy in place        requiring them to check the ID of anyone who looks under 18, and 

5.   Require that all trade premises make available small measures of beers, wine and spirits to customers so customers have the choice between a single or double measure of spirits and a large or small glass of wine. 

“Relevant” for Condition 5 means the same as above but Condition 4 is wider and also includes off – licences. 
These new mandatory conditions are in addition to current mandatory conditions relating to the supply of alcohol by DPS or committee.  

A breach of any mandatory condition may lead to prosecution and/or review of the licence/certificate.
