The premises had applied for renewal of the PEL prior to the expiry date, but an objection was received from Greater Manchester Police so the application has been held in abeyance pending enquiries by the Police with regard to placing conditions on the Justices Licence.

These enquiries are now complete and the conditions are in place.  The conditions refer to the premises having to install a working C.C.T.V. system, the present Licencee and any future licencee must be a member of an active Pub Watch Scheme, there shall not be any special promotions - two for one, shatter proof glasses to be used and the Licence returns to the terminal hour being 11 o’clock and not 12 o’clock.

The Police have now withdrawn their objection to renewal of the Public Entertainments Licence.
