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1.  A Summary of pass and failure rates for the Conditions and Local Knowledge Test
At a previous meeting of the Licensing Regulatory Panel, Members requested a summary of pass and failure rates relating to the Licensing Conditions and Local Knowledge test that every applicant of either a private hire drivers licence or a hackney carriage drivers licence must take.

An applicant may take the test up to three times.  If on all three attempts the applicant fails then they will not be allowed to sit the test for at least 12 months thereafter.
