KLYNE & KLYNE UPDATE

(Previous Minute 55(a) - 26th January, 2009)


Paul Bridge, Planning Enforcement Officer, Urban Vision, provided an update in relation to the former Klyne & Klyne site, Manchester Road, Walkden, regarding its general appearance, and the disruption that was being caused by the industrial activities now taking place there, both of which had been raised at the previous meeting of the Committee.  


He reported that a meeting had been held between the City Council and the owners of the site, in relation to its current, and future use, with the latter possibly leading to the submission of an appropriate planning application.  Councillor Iain Lindley commented that he hoped if such planning application was submitted it would be advertised widely amongst the local community, and beyond the normal extent of such notification.  Vincent Nash said the strength of concerns of the local residents with regard to the former Klyne & Klyne site were recognised, and any future planning application in relation to it would be subject to extensive public consultation. 


Paul Bridge also reported that, the City Council were now in the process of serving enforcement notices in relation to concrete sectional panels which had been installed at the site.  Brian Smith said that the site was currently an eyesore, and had a negative impact on the quality of life of local residents.  He, and Eddie Stewart, also made specific reference to the excessive signage around the perimeter of the site.  Paul Bridge said that this problem was recognised, and appropriate action was being taken, though the legal means for doing this were often complex, and lengthy.
