1. Welcome & Introductions

AO welcomed everyone to the meeting and initiated introductions.

2. Apologies

Apologies given are noted above.  
3. Hot spots (Neighbourhood Management Team)

Blackleach reservoir is becoming a hot spot on Friday evenings with 50+ young people meeting.  There are reports of litter and smashed glass but none of damage to property.  
Ellenbrook shops are not as big an issue.   GH indicated this was a meeting area for young people but they are polite and well behaved.

VN stated that Inspector John Rowson, Acting Inspector in Jonathan Kelly’s absence, is keen to do exclusion orders in problem areas.  He is attending Political Executive on 30.4.09 to discuss this.

GH expressed concern at the lack of continuity with police in this area.

ST raised Tynesbank and Parsonage road as hot spots.  Condoms were deposited on the road near the church.  There is also evidence of sexual activity in a boarded up house near the linear walkway.

5. Teenage pregnancy

GH notified the meeting that Tim Rumley is on leave.  He has agreed to attend the next meeting.
6. The Men’s group – Paul Foster 
An article about the Men’s group from the advertiser was distributed.  PF has received much positive feedback from the article including donations such as strawberry plants.  The group’s only concern was mention of most of the group having alcohol problems/depression.   This is inaccurate as only 1 or 2 have.
Nadine Schofield,  national lead in Mental Health who is familiar with this area visited and spent time with the group.  She has offered £2,000 funding for new computers.  Nadine wants to promote the group nationally.

PF reported the allotment has been vandalised twice and plants damaged this week by young people cutting through.  This is due to lack of security; the fence is too low.
PF plans to involve young people in the allotment who would otherwise be hanging around the streets.  He is working with Pat Culpin on this and has visited Dukesgate’s allotment.   Also PF hopes to involve the group in bowling on Peel Park once the pitch is in action.

CT added that Rachel Getliffe, a local woman has been given land at Harrop Fold for an allotment with young people.  Last week she held a meeting, inviting local people.

Action

· PF to contact Heather Baxendale, who is working in Harrop Fold. 

7. Youth Offending Service

VN considers it would be useful for young people given reparation to carry out work in this area.  They have looked into areas for this to be implemented.

Action

· VN to contact Dave Rankine, the manager who has just taken over reparation.

8. Challenge & Support Bus – Suzi Spur

The bus was due to go out this week but has broken down and gone away for a week for repairs.  Following this it will be undergoing 6 weeks refurbishment until June.   Until then SS is going out with the detached team to identify hot spots and young people to target. GH identified gaps in the area in Walkden N and Centre, including the Brindley estate. Additionally, the bus will run a programme re: alcohol for young people with alcohol stops who are going through the ASB programme.

The group discussed ensuring the bus was sited in areas where no other work was going on and ensuring services complement each other.

PAYP funding – Glenis Harrison

Positive Activities for Young People, previously located in Connexions, is now in the Youth Service.  The commissioning process and procedure should be available by the summer.  Voluntary groups will be able to apply for commissioning.  In the interim, funding has to be applied for every school holiday.  Youth Service has put in an expression of interest for the next half term, including Danielle M’s activities.  Hopefully the commissioning with enable funding to be commissioned for 12 months, so plans can be made for the year for holiday and evening activities for young people.

11.      Youth Forum

GH notified the group they are going through elections for the Youth Council.   2 representatives from each forum will be on the council.   Forums are participating in a residential at May half term, following which young people will attend the Community Committee.  At the beginning of June a session will be held with the Comedy Store putting on workshops in the morning and a 1½ hour forum in the afternoon.   Youth Forum discussions include transport, bereavement counselling, safety when out, crime victims and school.   GH would like members to start attending the YTG soon.

12.      CAP update

VN mentioned the CAP is coming up for review this summer.

13.     Targets and objectives

AO stated this item was on the agenda as we need to be more focused.  Discussion of targets/objectives raised the necessity for partnership, considering what is realistic, what young people want and identifying gaps and resources.

Action

· To produce short document of targets and where things are up to. 

14.      Budget report – Chris Tucker
There is still  £731 left in the ringfenced YTG budget.  YTG agreed 2 months ago to reserve some of this for the fashion project on 17.6.09 at Bridgewater Youth Club during refugee week.  This project will probably cost £200 – 300.  They hope to take the fashion show to a social event on Saturday 20.6.09.

15.      Update on other activities underway – All

CT will be starting intergenerational bowling events again at Parr Fold Park, also extending to Peel Park with Joe Palframan.  PF and the Men’s group will also be involved.

A successful asylum seeker / refugee group called the Unity Group has been formed, mainly including Pakistani and African nations.  CT stated this has been going for 3 months, over 50 are attending sessions, meeting in different venues.  They aim to integrate into Little Hulton and Walkden.   A chair and secretary were elected last week and they have a constitution. The next meeting is a social event on 7.5.09 and St John’s Church Hall or Bridgewater Youth Centre.  
PF reported that the Unity Group will be part of the Food Fair on 16.5.09.  CT added they will be taking their own food from different nations. 
16.      Any Other Business

VN has been informed that ASB at the Gateway has quietened down.

Salford Foundation - Laura Salter
LS indicated Salford Foundation is a large company with many smaller projects including Young Enterprise, Gifted and Talented.  Their web site is: salfordfoundation.co.uk.  LS was appointed in February, is based in Eccles and covers Salford West.  LS’s project in youth sector development involves disengaged young people aged 16 – 19. 
Work with teenage parents aims at helping relationships using young ambassadors, teenage parents under 18.  Young volunteers projects involve visits to schools to promote volunteering projects, e.g. dog walking, healthy hips and hearts.  Referrals are received from outreach and education welfare for pre-16 at risk young people who do not attend school and hang around the streets.  Salford Foundation offers Y10 + 11 an alternative programme of education and other positive activities based on their interests, e.g. football.
Projects apply for funding.  Salford Foundation Trust provides bursaries for young people for e.g. computers.   
Action
