	3. Community Safety Update


	· It was noted that Inspector Kelly had moved to another area and that Inspector Rowson was currently covering Little Hulton and Walkden.
· It was agreed that Elected Members would continue to be provided with weekly updates, which would include as much information as possible, regarding incidents in the area.

· It was noted that consideration was being given to the possibility of a Dispersal Order being implemented in the area, due to anti social behaviour that was taking place at Blackleach Country Park and Parr Fold Park.  Inspector Rowson circulated a map which indicated the area that would be covered by the proposed Dispersal Order – it was agreed that Ellenbrook should be removed from the suggested area.
· It was noted that the Youth Service would be involved in the implementation of the Dispersal Order so that young people could be signposted to activities in the area. 
· Reference was made to the need to ensure that an exit strategy was put into place with Salford Community Leisure, in order to ensure that the Dispersal Order resulted in a long-term solution to the problems that were taking place in the two areas of concern.
· It was noted that Members were aware of the problems that had been taking place at Blackleach Country Park, however, the Elected Members representing Walkden South indicated that they had not received any recent complaints from members of the public in relation to anti social behaviour taking place at Parr Fold Park.

· It was agreed that a special meeting would be held with  Elected Members regarding the possibility of a Dispersal Order being implemented, at which evidence would be provided in relation to the problems that were being experienced, particularly in respect of Parr Fold Park.
