EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:
The purpose of this report is to seek authority to accept the Target Price from Urban Vision, to carry out improvements to Pendleton Subways, including authority for expenditure of Urban Vision fees.

1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1 The improvement works to the 3 No subways at Pendleton Roundabout are the 1st phase of a long term plan to improve all the subways within the city. 

1.2 This is as a result of a directorate from Lead Member to improve the subway system throughout the city, making the experience of using the subways a much pleasant experience for pedestrians. Improving their welfare and safety.
1.3 Options for this overall improvement include the possibility of replacing subways with road level crossings or footbridges where suitable.
1.4 A feasibility scheme was designed and put forward for consultation.

1.5 The views of the client where considered and a contemporary design put forward using bold colours, improved lighting with a feature coloured lighting to the retaining walls and subway ceilings. A sound system within the subways playing soothing music has also been included.

1.6 The feasibility scheme was taken to Ordsall and Langworthy Community Committee and East Salford Community Committee for comments. Both Committees where happy with our proposals and pleased that money was being invested in upgrading the pedestrian facilities within their area.
1.7 Urban Vision also consulted a group from Albion School who had won a national award for the “Design Against Crime Youth Action Challenge” which highlighted problems they had researched in the area and proposals they had put forward for improvements.

1.8 Urban Vision have managed to take onboard several of their proposals and included them in the scheme.

1.9 Following the long consultation period Urban Period where able carry out the detailed design for the scheme and put together the Contract Documents ready of tender.

2.0 DETAILS:
2.1 The scheme comprises

· Provision of new tiles;
· Installation of new lighting along with the introduction of blue LED wash lights;
· Resurfacing of all the footways;
· The provision of a sound system within the subways;
· Painting of the subway ceilings, all the hand rails and parapet railings;
· Replacement of the anti skid material to the footbridge deck;
· New nosings and security mirrors; abd
· Improvement of the drainage system.
2.2 The scheme has been allocated to Urban Vision in accordance with Re-thinking construction framework Agreement.

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS:

3.1 The scheme will be funded from the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme 2010/2011.

3.2 The cost summary of the scheme is as follows.
