1.0 BACKGROUND;

1.1 Lead Member approved the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme 2005/06 on the 4th April 2005

1.2 Included within that Programme is an allocation for the resurfacing of Albion Way between Broad Street and Regent Road. Following approval of that programme however, the aspirations of the Urban Regeneration Company (URC) for central Salford have become more focused. These aspirations include the diversion of traffic from the A6 onto Albion Way, which may mean that extensive widening and reconstruction of Albion Way is carried out within the next few years. Whilst the condition of Albion Way is such as to justify its inclusion within the current Transport Capital Programme of works, it is not considered prudent to undertake any such works until the implications of the URC’s intentions can be identified more clearly. The condition of Albion Way will continue to be monitored and any urgent maintenance resourced from the Highways Revenue budget.

1.3 The Transportation Section of the Housing and Planning Directorate and Urban Vision have also identified that the A666 Manchester Road at Clifton is in need of repair and are proposing this as an alternative for this financial year in lieu of any further works to Albion Way.

2.0 DETAILS;
2.1 The scheme comprises;

· Resurfacing of the A666 Manchester Road from Clifton House Road to Manley Avenue.

· Reconstruction of footways with bituminous materials

· Replacement of traffic signs and lines
