TITLE: Safer routes to school scheme – St Georges High School, Manchester Road East, Walkden


RECOMMENDATION:
That approval be given for the implementation of the safer routes scheme as outlined below.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:
The safer routes to school initiative seeks to identify the ‘hot spot’ areas in relation to the number of child pedestrian casualties across the city, and then treat the worst sites with traffic calming or speed management measures. St Georges High School has been identified as one of these sites and the report outlines the background and also the remedial measures that are being proposed.

Reducing the number of people killed or seriously injured on Salford’s roads.


DETAILS 

1.0. Background

1.1. This site has been identified as part of the Safer Routes to School Initiative resulting from an analysis of child pedestrian causality records from the period November 2001 to October 2004.

1.2. The collision investigation revealed that there have been 9 collisions involving children, 4 of which occurred during school journey times, resulting in 10 casualties along Manchester Road East, in the vicinity of St. Georges High School, Walkden. All of these collisions involved pedestrians, with 4 resulting in serious injury, and the remaining 6 resulting in slight injuries.

1.3. The road linking Manchester Road East to the school, Tynesbank already has existing traffic calming measures and has a good collision record; therefore it is considered that further measures are not required.
2.0      Proposal
2.1 It is proposed to implement red patches with “Children going to and from school” and “SLOW” markings on each approach along Manchester Road East to Tynesbank, to make drivers aware of the school crossing patrol ahead. 

2.2 In addition to the red patches variable message signs will be installed on either approach, these work by locking on and tracking any vehicle travelling excessively over the speed limit and then flashing their speed back to alert drivers.

2.3 To emphasise the give way junction at Tynesbank it is intended to use red road surfacing at this junction.

2.4 A consultation was completed with residents and businesses along the approx. 300m stretch of Manchester Road East, where access to Tynesbank is gained, with each receiving a letter outlining the proposals, a plan and a reply slip on which to register their support or otherwise for the scheme. A total of 46 letters were delivered and at the close of consultation on 31st October 2005 there had been 12 returns, with 11 (92%) in favour of the scheme and 1 (8%) against the scheme.

2.5 An approach has also been made to the Headteacher of St. Georges School, outlining the proposals, and to date no adverse comments have been received and we have therefore assumed that the Headteacher does not have any objections to the proposals.
