Planning Lead Member Briefing – 12th December 2005

Performance Update

1. The Council’s system of performance reporting has recently been streamlined in order to focus attention on strategic priorities. This update therefore concentrates on exception reporting, i.e. those areas of performance which are either not on target or where concerns have been identified. Therefore, all indicators which are not identified below, are either performing well, are on target, or there is no current data available. 

2. Out of 33 indicators which are currently monitored, two are not on target as follows:

· BVPI 99b (ii) Children killed/seriously injured - % change over previous year. There are three separate BVPIs which measure child KSIs: 1) the absolute number, 2) the % change over the 1994 – 1998 average, and 3) the % change over the previous year. The two other measures are both on target and child casualties have reduced significantly since the 1994 – 1998 base line average. However, because there were very few child KSI casualties in 2004 (10), this year appears to be statistically worse. In absolute terms, projections are currently showing 15 casualties by year-end, compared with the target of less than 17.

· BVPI 109a Percentage of major planning applications determined in 13 weeks. The government target is to determine 60% of major applications within 13 weeks. In striving for continuous improvement, we have increased this target to 65.86%, which is the last known top quartile. However, a series of complex applications determined in recent months has depressed the performance to 61.54%, although this still meets the national target. The situation will be closely monitored and I am hopeful that this temporary dip in performance does not represent a significant trend.

3. In addition, whilst no recent data is available, it should be noted that two further indicators, BVPI 165 (The % of pedestrian crossings with facilities for disabled people) and BVPI 187 (Condition of footways) need to be monitored closely as they are included within the suite of CPA indicators. Currently, both of these indicators are “between thresholds” in the new CPA scoring mechanism, and efforts need to be made now to ensure that they do not fall below the lower threshold.
