DETAILS:

Previous Lead Member report dated 4th April 2005 gained approval for the following scheme:

Railtrack Incursion Works

The work involves the realignment of the kerb line on Broughton Road bridge in  Pendleton using high containment kerbs to prevent vehicles crashing onto the railway or encroaching on to the footway where the loading capacity is sub-standard. 

A decorative pedestrian guardrail will also be erected adjacent to the new kerb to protect the general public. The guard rail will be painted to match the colour of the street furniture being installed on Broughton Road.

In line with Standing Orders Urban Vision have now submitted a quotation for those works as follows:

Works - £62,789.89

Fees   - £9031.00

Total     £71820.89

It is therefore recommended that this quotation be accepted.
