	Background



	1.1
	Lead member for planning will recall that two options were considered as to how the design SPD for Salford could be delivered and that option 2 was the preferred approach: -

Option 1 – Procuring the work through external consultants.

Option 2 – A combined Salford City Council/Urban Vision team with specialist services bought in and overseen by a steering group including appropriate elected members, experienced leading practitioners and visionary developer(s).



	1.2
	CABE were consulted and were initially concerned that this was not the best approach from their perspective.



	1.3
	A meeting was therefore held on the 18th August involving Lead Member for planning and CABE to discuss the options and inform of the skills and experience available within the Salford City Council/Urban Vision team.



	1.4
	The decision made at the meeting was that Urban Vision should submit a formal proposal for consideration by the Head of Planning and CABE.



	1.5
	This culminated in a submission being made on the 25th September and a formal interview held on the 6th October involving the Head of Planning, CABE and key representatives from the Urban Vision team.



	1.6
	The outcome was that both CABE and the Head of Planning were generally comfortable with the submission and proposed approach.



	1.7
	A copy of the Urban Vision submission will be made available at the Lead Member meeting.

	Details



	2.1
	Housing services have set aside a budget of £100,000 within the current financial year to pay for this work.



	2.2
	The fee proposal from Urban Vision for carrying out the work is £93,500.



	2.3
	In addition there will be a need to pay for some leading practitioners to sit on the Steering Group.



	2.4
	It is therefore acknowledged that the cost of this work will be managed within the available budget and it is recommended that a sum of £99,999 be set aside.
