	(A) ACCESS ROAD: CIVIC CENTRE, SWINTON



	Proposal
	A request has been received from a Councillor to amend the times of the restrictions for parking inside the barrier at the front of the Civic Centre.  Parking is currently permitted between 7.00 a.m. and 6.00 p.m. for pass card holders.  Confusion has been created as the barrier is raised at 5.00 p.m. and members of the public and non-pass holders arriving for evening meetings mistakenly believe they are able to park in this area if the barrier is not in operation.  
It is therefore proposed to amend the existing Traffic Regulation Order to allow parking beyond the barrier after 5.00 p.m.



	Decision
	Amendment of:-
Salford City Council (Civic Centre, Swinton) (Off-Street Parking Places – Order 2004)
Article 4 to read:

(i) No person, shall except upon the direction or permission of a police constable in uniform or a civil enforcement officer, cause or permit any vehicle to wait between the hours of 7.00 a.m. and 5.00 p.m., Monday to Friday on the designated off-street parking area specified in Schedule 1 of this Order, unless that vehicle is displaying a relevant pass card.

(The description in Schedule 1 of the order to be amended is “access road surrounding the Civic Centre, Phase 1 & 2”).

	(B) STAFF CAR PARKS: TURNPIKE HOUSE & ECCLES MULTI-STOREY


	Proposal
	From 1 April 2011, staff and Members are no longer able to park for free in all council staff car parks.  This scheme has been introduced in response to the significant financial challenges the council is currently facing.
The scheme replaces the free car parking scheme previously in operation at all council workplace car parks.

The council is determined to support the Green Travel Plan and encourage the use of alternatives to the car such as walking, buses, cycling and scooters/motorbikes.  This will ensure that existing car park provision aims to exceed supply.

The introduction of the scheme will also contribute to reducing greenhouse gas emissions and achieving the council’s CO2 reduction targets.

In order to be able to enforce the scheme, it is necessary to introduce a staff permit holder only parking order on the relevant car parks.

To accommodate visitors at Turnpike House, it is proposed to introduce pay and display parking.

It is anticipated that further staff car parks will be added to this order once they have been identified and surveyed.

	Introduction of Staff Permit Holder Only Parking at Eccles Multi-Storey Car Park and Turnpike House 24 hours 365 days a year.

Introduction of visitor pay and display parking at Turnpike House.

	Site
	(A) CLOSURE OF PENDLETON WAY


	Proposal
	The area surrounding Pendleton Way is currently in the process of being developed.  A new Tesco supermarket is proposed on land to the west of Pendleton Way.  The shopping centre to the east of Pendleton Way also have proposals for additional retail space fronting onto Pendleton Way.

In order to improve the pedestrian connectivity between Salford Shopping City and Tesco, and make improvements to the public realm, it is proposed to close a section of Pendleton Way to traffic and pedestrianise the area.  A Prohibition of Driving (P.O.D.) order is proposed along a 160m length of Pendleton Way in order to achieve this pedestrianised area.

The closure of Pendleton Way requires a number of highway improvements including:-

1. Prohibition of Driving Order (P.O.D.) on Pendleton Way.
2. Provision of new bus lane on Hankinson Way.

3. Removal of the existing taxi rank for 13 taxis on Rossall Way.

4. Provision of new taxi rank for 13 taxis on Pendleton Way.

5. Provision of servicing area on Rossall Way.

 

	Decision
	1. Implementation of a prohibition of driving order with an exemption for cyclists on Pendleton Way.  Starting at a point 48m south west of the junction with Rossall Way for a distance of 155m in a south westerly direction.
2. Implementation of a southbound Bus and Cycle Lane on Hankinson Way for a length of 186m between: Belvedere Road and Churchill Way, with exemptions for cycles and hackney carriages.

3. Revocation of TRO 1400, taxi rank for 13 taxis.  Rossall Way, Salford, south west side from a point 4m north west of the north westerly kerbline of Hankinson Way in a north westerly direction for a distance of 74m (13 spaces).

4. Introduction of Taxi Rank for 13 taxis on Pendleton Way, Salford, from a point 88 metres north east of the junction of Fitzwarren Street, in a north easterly direction, for a distance of 35 metres.

5. Introduction of Goods Vehicle Loading Only on Rossall Way, Salford, south west side, from a point 83 metres north west of the junction of Hankinson Way, in a north westerly direction, for a distance of 47 metres.


	Site
	(B) EAST LANCASHIRE ROAD, LIMITED WAITING


	Proposal
	A number of complaints have been received regarding noise from parked HGVs in two specific lay bys which are situated on the Liverpool bound carriageway, of A580, East Lancashire Road.  One is situated prior to its junction with Ellenbrook Road, and one just after.  The complaints are believed to mainly arise from overnight parking of HGVs when their fridges are running, causing nearby residents to have disturbed sleep.

It is proposed to introduce limited waiting, with waiting limited to one hour, with no return in one hour.  This will still allow HGV parking with sufficient time for drivers to take statutory breaks.



	Decision
	Introduction of Limited Waiting: 1 hour and no return within 1 hour:

Westbound carriageway, East Lancashire Road, Salford.  From a point, 116 metres west of the north western kerbline of Ellenbrook Road, in a westerly direction, for a distance of 67 metres.

Westbound carriageway, East Lancashire Road, Salford.  From a point, 711 metres east of the south eastern kerbline of Ellenbrook Road, in an easterly direction, for a distance of 60 metres.
