Planning permission was refused in August, 2004 on the grounds that the living condition of the occupiers of neighbouring flats would be harmed and the character and the appearance of the area would be affected.

The Inspector concluded that the additional activity associated with the proposed use would cause unacceptable levels of noise and disturbance to nearby residents.  He was especially concerned about the coming and going of cars, the closing of car doors and noise of customers.

In terms of the effect on the character and appearance of the area, the Inspector felt that whilst the exhaust pipe would be obtrusive and unsightly it did no warrant refusal in itself.

Overall, the Inspector decided the living conditions of residents would be harmed and dismissed the appeal.

Planning permission was granted in October, 2004 with the condition:

“the use hereby permitted shall NOT be operated on Sundays and Bank Holidays and shall ONLY be visited between the hours of 8.00 am and 6.00 pm.

The appellant proposed to open from 11.00 am to 11.00 pm on Mondays to Thursdays and Sundays and from 11.00 am to midnight on Fridays and Saturdays.

The Inspector considered the main issue is the effect of the proposal on the living conditions of nearby occupiers, with regard to noise and disturbance.

The Inspector felt that customers of hot food takeaways create noises such as conversation in the street, the stopping an revving of engines and slamming of car doors.  Such noises can carry to nearby residential property.  Whether such noise is unacceptable disturbance depends on factors including the time and levels of background noise.

The Inspector concluded the proposal to open until 11.00 pm on most days would not give rise to unacceptable levels of noise and disturbance.  However, the proposal to open until midnight on Fridays and Saturdays and until 11.00 pm on Sundays and Bank Holidays would give rise to unacceptable noise and disturbance.

Taking account of this the appeal was allowed and planning permission granted subject to the following new conditions:

11.00 to 2300 hours from Mondays to Saturdays and not at any time on Sundays, Bank or Public Holidays.

Planning permission was refused in October, 2004 on the grounds the living conditions of neighbouring residents would be harmed.

The Inspector agreed the main issue was the effect of the proposed development on the living conditions of nearby occupiers with regard to visual impact and privacy.

The Inspector felt that the proposed extension would be so close to the neighbouring property that it would dominate outlook from the morning room window at that property.  It would appear obtrusive an overbearing and would give the adjoining occupiers an unacceptable sense of being hemmed in.  Also the proposed extension would itself include a morning room window that would provide direct views into that opposite.

It was concluded that unacceptable harm would result to the living conditions of adjoining occupiers through visual impact and loss of privacy.  The appeal was dismissed.
