I, Councillor Hinds, Lead Member for Customer and Support Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 2.1 of Part 4, Section 7 of the Council’s Contractual Standing Orders do hereby authorise the making of an exception to those Standing Orders, in respect of the following matters.

I, Councillor Warmisham, Lead Member for Children’s Services in exercise of the powers conferred on me under Paragraph J(a)(i) of the Scheme of Delegation do hereby authorise the Council to enter into a further two year contract for 2010-2012, with schools’ subscriptions payable annually, on behalf of Salford primary schools with Espresso PLC for the renewal and extension of Equiinet Cachepilot Internet ‘caching’ hardware server warranties and access to Espresso, an on-line subscription based resource to provide multimedia, digital video rich teaching and learning curriculum materials covering all ages and subjects for 75 Salford primary schools at an annual cost of £113,437.  

The Reasons are that it is not possible to seek tenders for this project as Espresso PLC is sole supplier of the product.

Assessment of Risk. - Low 

The source of funding is - Harnessing Technology Standards Fund Grant 2009-10.

Legal Advice obtained - When this initiative began in 2005, copies of the Espresso negotiating documentation were originally forwarded to Legal Services for their consideration.

Financial Advice obtained - Since 2005, Robert McIntyre, Group Accountant, has been fully involved in the decision making and planning processes necessary for the effective deployment of this project to enhance the quality of pupils’ learning and of the broadband infrastructure in primary schools.
