The Reasons are to facilitate the fitting out the new TEN Centre.

Options considered and rejected were not to proceed with this decision.

Assessment of Risk - High - The implications for delaying the instruction for fitting out the TEN Centre could result in significant financial penalties to the council, as detailed further in the report.

The source of funding is - Unsupported borrowing as agreed with the City Treasurer.  .
