Background information
1. The shadow governing body for Marlborough Road Primary School was approved in May 2010 and they now seek approval for the appointment of an additional community governor as shown above to help them with the transition from the shadow governing body to the permanent governing body by enhancing the expertise on the shadow governing body.  The minutes of their meeting held on 14th June 2011 are a record of this.
2. According to the regulations, Mrs Moores is only eligible to be a community governor and to include an additional community governor the size of the shadow governing body will need to be increased to 12, as an additional community governor changes the proportion of the different categories of governors so that an extra LA governor and parent governor would also be required.

3. The increase in the size of the shadow governing body, to accommodate the extra community governor, will currently leave two vacant positions, however the vacancies will not affect the quorum for meetings and so therefore will not impede the work of the shadow governing body or its effectiveness.
4. Two appointments were requested to the existing shadow governing body at their meeting on 14th June 2011.  These are Mr Tariq (parent governor) and Mr Aveyard (community governor) as shown above. The minutes of the governing body meeting held on 14th June 2011 are a record of this.
